It is ordered that Rules 72(j) and 73(h), Wyoming Rules of
Civil Procedure, be amended to read as follows, the amending
portions being in italics and the deleted portions indicated by
asterisks:
RULE 72
GENERAL PROVISIONS

(j) Costs on Reversal. When a judgment or final order is
reversed, the appellant shall recover his costs, and when
reversed in part and affirmed in part, the court may apportion
the costs between the parties in such manner as it deems equi-
table; and there shall be taxed as a part of such costs the
cost of making the transcript of the evidence in the case
* * ¥ and for typewriting or printing of briefs, * * * such
costs *¥ * * to be computed at the rate allowed by law for
making the transcript of such evidence * * * ; provided, however,
that the supreme court may, by order entered of record, refuse
to allow as part of such costs, such costs as may result from the
insertion in the transcript of the evidence or in the briefs
such parts as may clearly appear to have been unnecessary.

APPEAL TO THE SUPREME COURT
(h) Jurisdiction. Except as is provided in Rule 75 * * *
(k), the supreme court shall not acquire jurisdiction over the
