ORDER AMENDING RULE 5 OF THE RULES OF
PROCEDURE FOR JUVENILE COURTS

Rules of Procedure for Juvenile Courts
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Rule 5. Right to counsel.

(a) Right to Counsel, Generally. The Respondent is entitled to be represented in all
proceedings in Juvenile Court by counsel retained by him, his parent, or by counsel appointed
pursuant to this Rule. An out-of-state attorney may enter his appearance and participate in a case
only after having been admitted in accordance with Rule 8 of the Rules Governing the Wyoming
